Stamp: Moth (by Holly Berry),
Corner Flowers (by Stamp Francisco)
Sticky Paper: 8-1/2" x 5-1,/2"

Box Lid Directions:

Tip: When choosing vour stamps for this project, pick ones with fine lines. Thicker lined stamps
tend to move when you place them onto the lid.

Stamp moth onto the inside center of lid with black ink. Stamp on corner flowers as well.
Carefully dry with heat tool, if vou let the lid get too hot it will warp. If vou do not have a heat
tool vou can let the images air dry, but it takes guite a while, at least an hour.

When dry, apply glitter to the inside of lid. Start with the body of the moth and fill in with adhe-
give, sprinkle the head and thorax with Fools Gold and abdomen with both Fools Gold and ORB1
glitter.

“Rainbow Glitver® the wings. Begin with the top right wing and fill in with adhesive. With a spoon,
lay a line of Halo along the tip of the wing covering about 1/4 of it, tap off excess glitter away
from the rest of glue. Lay a line of 5ilk Ivy next to the Halo line covering about 1/4 more of the
wing, tap excess away from clean glue. Continue towards center of wing in same fashion with
Spring Creek next and Rain Forest along body.

Finizsh rainbow glittering lower half of right wing, top of left wing and bottom of left wing with
same technique above,

Fill in the flowers with adhesive and Melone® glitter. Let dry overnight until glue is transparent on
top of the lid. Once dry vou can wipe off excess glitter with a dryver sheet.

Clitter Lace Directions:

Peal cover off sticky paper and place lace on top of sticky side. Press firmly all over lace to avoid
air pockets. Flood paper and lace with Fools Gold. Carefully peel off lace to reveal lace pattern.
Flood rest of patterned sticky paper with Flax.

Cut glitter lace paper to fit the inside of lid, 7-1,/2" x 53-1/2". Place glitter lace paper inside lid to
make sure it fits properly. Adhere glittered side of sticky paper to glittered side of lid by placing
glue along moth wings and flowers directly on the glitrer. Let dry.
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
